Law is enacted to stop vio-
lence and evil and to encourage
good behavior. This means law en-
forcement and  moral  education
should go hand in hand. The pur-
pose of law is to punish evil and
exalt goodness, which is morally sig-
nificant. Execution of law has an
exemplary and guiding role, which

means it has educational value.

This view of law holds universal

significance.
