Creates Authority

Only by being fair can one distinguish be-
tween right and wrong; only with moral con-
duct can one establish authority. These mottoes
were used as reminders by upright officials of
the Ming and Qing dynasties. Today, these
teachings have remained important principles
which office holders should abide by. They
mean that governance should be exercised in a
fair and just way and within the framework of
laws and regulatory procedures of the state. Offi-
cials should lead by example, have moral integri-
ty and be self—disciplined; they should put pub-
lic interests above their own and not use their
